Student Code of Conduct

Respect for Others
- Students must show respect towards their teachers, fellow students, and academy
staff. This includes listening when others are speaking, not interrupting, and
treating everyone with kindness and consideration.
- Bullying or harassment of any kind will not be tolerated.
Behavior
- Students should behave in a manner conducive to learning. Disruptive behavior,
such as talking out of turn, using inappropriate language, or engaging in activities
that distract others, is not acceptable.
- Positive Attitude: Students are expected to maintain a positive attitude, show
dedication, and be supportive of their peers.
Classroom Etiquette
- Students should follow the established classroom rules, such as raising their hand
to speak, participating actively in class activities, and completing assignments
and practice as required.
- Cell phones and other electronic devices must be turned off or silenced during
class time and are not to be used unless permitted by the teacher.
Punctuality
- Students are expected to arrive on time for classes and be ready to start at the
designated time. Late arrivals disrupt the class and may result in not being
allowed to participate.
Appearance
- Dress Code Compliance: Adhering to the dress code is part of the conduct.
Students should come to class in the proper attire, with hair styled as required,
and refrain from wearing jewelry or other accessories that are not allowed.
- Personal Hygiene: Students must maintain good personal hygiene and ensure

their dancewear is clean
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Safety

Students must follow all safety guidelines provided by the academy to ensure
their own safety and the safety of others. This includes proper warm-up before
classes and reporting any injuries or health issues to the teacher.

No Running: Running in the studio or common areas is not allowed to prevent

accidents.

7. Responsibility

member.

Commitment
